What's it like being a dance teacher? We chat to
Miss Hanley from Bounce Dance Academy.

What is your favourite thing about teaching dance?
Well, that would have to be you guys, the dancers. You all
work so hard every week and its amazing to watch your
progress.

How did you get into the dance industry?

I have been dancing since I was a little girl, probably since I
was about four or five and I have just always enjoyed it so I
carried it on into adulthood.

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How long have you been teaching at Newquay Junior?

I picked him up to show the class
and it bit me and drew blood. That was the one and
only time I have ever sworn in front of a class! Well,
one time I went out of the classroom and came back to
discover a ball of sawdust moving around in his cage.
What had happened was the children were handling
him and dropped him in the glue pot. Thinking I'd be
cross, theyd put him back in the cage and of course all
the sawdust had stuck to him!

At one stage I had somebody come in who
actually hatched turkey eggs in his hands -
so I had pet turkeys in the class. They lived
in a cage, but they used to escape and fly
around the classroom, so they went to live
on a farm in the end.
